SECTION 10. PREVENTION FROM SEPARATION OF CHILDREN FROM THEIR FAMILIES.
Every effort shall be made to prevent the separation of children from their families. Whenever children are
separated from their families owing to force majeure or in their own best interest, arrangements shall be
made for appropriate altemative family care or institutional placement, due regard being paid to the
desirability of continuity in children's upbringing in their own cultural milieu. Extended families, relatives
and community institutions shall be given support to help meet the special needs of orphaned, displaced
and abandoned children. Efforts must be made to ensure that no child is treated as an outcast of society.

SECTION 11. ROLE OF MOTHERS. Mothers in their various roles play a critical role in the well-
being of children. Efforts for the enhancement of women's status and their roles in development must
begin with girl children. The enhancement of the status of women and their equal access to education,
training, credit, reproductive health, and other extension services constitute a valuable contribution to a
nation's social and economic development.

(3) years. Such program shall include prevention of violations of children’s rights, protection of children

from abuses as well as rehabilitation program for Children in conflict with the Law (CICL), drug addiction,
and other children's issues.

SECTION 20. THE COMMUNITY APPROACH. The Community Approach shall be given
special attention in the Comprehensive Program for Children. These involves addressing community-wide
issues and improving the over-all environment of the neighbourhood in order to prevent violations of
children's rights through mobilizations of human resources within the community. Volunteerism among
members of the community to assist in the implementation of the programs shall be encouraged.
Community-based services and programs which respond to the special needs, problems, interests and
concerns of children and which offer appropriate counselling and guidance to children and their families
shall be developed, or strengthened where they exist.

SECTION 21. PROCESS IN FORMULATING COMPREHENSIVE CHILDREN'S PROGRAMS.
The process incoming up with Comprehensive Children’s Programs shall be participatory and
consultative. The LGU in coordination with the Local Council for the Protection of Children, shall call on all
sectors concerned, particularly child-focused institutions, NGOs, people’s organizations, youth
organizations, educational institutions, and government agencies involved with children's concerns like
the Municipal Social Welfare and Development Office, Municipal Health Office, and Department of
Education (Dep-Ed) to participate in the planning process, in coordination with the local and national line
agencies. The LGU shall see to it that children and youth participate in the identification of needs, in the
formulation, development and implementation of these programs.

SECTION 22. PERIODIC REVIEW AND ASSESSMENT OF THE COMPREHENSIVE
CHILDREN'S PROGRAMS. The Comprehensive Children's Programs shall be reviewed and assessed
yearly by the LGUs in coordination with the Municipal Council for the Protection of Children as to their

Children as defined in this ordinance shall not be
employed, unless:

a. The minimum requirements as stated in Section 12 of RA7610 and RA 7658 and RA9231 are

b. The employer registers the child who is above 15 years old at MSWDO based on rules and
regulations of such office, aside from the other regulations of the law.

SECTION 83. PROHIBITION ON THE EMPLOYMENT OF CHILDREN IN CERTAIN
ADVERTISEMENTS.

No person or corporation shall employ a child as a model or endorser, in whatever form, for any
commercial or advertisement promoting alcoholic beverages, intoxicating drinks, tobacco and its by-
product, junk foods and any product or advertisement that promotes violence. In addition, no child is
allowed to sell cigarettes, liquors in any business establishments.

SECTION 84. PHYSICAL AND OTHER SEXUAL ABUSE.

Children who for money, profit or any other consideration or due to coercion or influence of any
adult, syndicate or groups, indulge in sexual intercourse or lascivious conduct, are deemed to be children
exploited in prostitution and other sexual and physical abuse.

The penalty as prescribed in Section 5 of R.A. No, 7610 shall be imposed upon the following:
1. Those who engage in or promote, facilitate or induce child prostitution which include, but are  not
limited to the following:
a. Acting as a procurer of a child prostitute by means of written or oral advertisement or other
similar means;
b. Inducing a person to be a client of a child prostitute by means of written or oral ~ advertisement
or other similar means;
c. Entering into a relationship with, or taking advantage of a child a prostitute.
d. Threatening or using violence towards a child to engage him/her as a prostitute or participant
in indecent shows;
Giving monetary consideration, goods or other pecuniary benefit to a child with the intent to
engage such child in prostitution.

SECTION 85, PROMOTION OF POSITIVE DISCIPLINE AND PROHIBITION OF CORPORAL
PUNISHMENT.

The Municipal Council for the Prolection of Children shall develop a comprehensive program to
promote positive discipline in lieu of corporal punishment of children with counselling, anger management
and referral systems. A continuing information dissemination campaign shall be conducted regarding
benefits and long term effects o a child through lrainings and awarenoss raising among parents It shall
also provide other assistance such as psychological interventions for the child and family.
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The use of corporal punishment which includes emotional, degrading and humiliating punishment
on children shall be prohibited in the home, early childhood development facilities and day care centers
schools and other educational institutions, child caring centers, religious institutions, health care centers:
and facilities, community centers, sports team and centers, govemment units, and in other places where
there are children.

SECTION 102. CHILDREN AND FAMILY PSYCHOSOCIAL PROGRAM.

The MSWDO in coordination with other government and non-government agencies shall design
a comprehensive psychosocial program for both children and their families affected by armed conflicts,
disasters and calamities.

SECTION 103. MONITORING AND REPORTING OF CHILDREN IN SITUATIONS OF ARMED
CONFLICT, DISASTERS AND CALAMITIES.

The chairman or any designated official of the barangay affected by the armed conflicts,
disasters and calamities shall submit names, sex and birthdays of children residing under his jurisdiction
to the MDRRMO, which shall forward to MSWDO within 24 hours from the outbreak of the armed conflict,
disasters and calamities. Further, these provisions shall be part of the Municipal DRRM Plan.

SECTION 104. CHILDREN INVOLVED IN VARIOUS VICES

A. REGULATED ACTS OVER INTERNET CAFES AND COMMERCIAL VIDEQO CENTERS.
Owners of internet café and commercial video centers shall share the responsibility of promoting and
protecting the best interest of children that facilities their educational development.

B. VIDEO/COMPUTER ESTABLISHMENT. The owner, operator or responsible person of any
commercial video or computer establishment, operating within this Municipality shall be strictly prohibited
from admitting or allowing student minor or pupil/s in all levels from any school, public or private, including
technical or vocational schools, to enter and avail services of such establishment during school days from
8.00 in the morning to 4:00 in the afternoon except during those periods and cases expressly provided by
the succeeding section.

C. CONDITION FOR THE ADMISSION OF STUDENTS TO VIDEO/COMPUTER
ESTABLISHMENT DURING SCHOOL HOURS. Any commercial video or computer establishment
allowing children to enter the said establishments during school days pursuant to the authorized
fesearcher activity for educational purposes shall not be covered by this Ordinance. Provided that the
Student or group of students/pupils can present a school clearance or permit, signed by the Principal or
the Teacher-ln-Charge. For this purpose, the internet café owners are authorized to provide a maximum
of two (2) hours for children to access the internet,

o E. INTERNET CAFE. Intemet café owners are mandated to install parental control
Uh!ltleslsoftwaro in order 1o prevent children from accessing pornographic sites/materials and prevent the
children to engage in any pornographic activities. Installation of private room is also prohibited.

_ F. POSTING OF SIGN. Thae internet café owners are mandated to post the following statement
Yithin their establishment: *ACCESS TO PORNOGRAPHIC SITES AND MATERIALS ARE PROHIBITED
INTHIS ESTABLISHMENT.”

. G. SMOKING AND LIQUOR BAN TO CHILDREN. It shall be unlawful for a r_nlnor to gmoke
Clgarettes and drink alcoholic drinks. Children are banned from procuring andfor trying the vice of
Smoking and drinking as stated in Presidential Decrea No. 603. All vendors, store owners and business
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establishments in the municipality shall be prohibited to sell cigarettes, liquor and all kinds of alcoholic
drinks to all minors (Municipal Ordinance No. 07-2009).

|. POSTING OF SIGNS. The owner of establishment offering, distributing or selling tobacco,
alcohol products, rubber cement and other mind altering substances to minors shall post warning signs at
the conspicuous area in their establishment informing the public of its health hazards to minors.

K. GAMBLING (SPIDER FIGHTING, CARD GAMES), COCKPIT/HACK FIGHTING, MAHJONG,
VIDEO KARERA, BILLIARDS AND OTHER GAMBLING PLACES. Children should be totally banned
from direct or indirect participation, promotion and the like, from any form of gambling and betting of any
games above-mentioned. All pupils from Elementary and students from High School are not allowed to
play billiards from 8:00am to 4:00pm during school days or days with classes.

L. OWNER/S, OPERATOR/S MANAGER/S OR ANY RESPONSIBLE PERSONS. The Owner/s,
operator/s, manager/s or any responsible person of a cockpithack fighting, mah-jong parlor, billiards,
funeral parlor (where gambling is being made during wake) and other gambling establishment, whether
licensed or not, operating within the municipality, shall be strictly prohibited from admitting or allowing
children to enter/participate in the said establishment for business or profit and for whatever purpose.

- M. PRESUMPTION OF CONSENT. If a child is found inside any gambling establishment and is
participating, it is presumed that his/her entry is with the permission of the owner/operator/manager or
any responsible person of the said establishment. Therefore, the owner shall be sanctioned with
penalties.

SECTION 105. PROHIBITION OF DRUG AND SUBSTANCE ABUSE.

The Municipal Govemment shall intensify campaign through fora, symposia and other activities
against substance abuse either drugs, rugby, and similar among children and using children as handler,
dealer and seller of prohibited drugs in coordination with PNP, MHO, Dep-Ed and MSWDO.

Further, all business establishments and proprietors shall not sell rubber cement (rugby) to
minors within the jurisdiction of the municipality.

SECTION 106. CURFEW HOURS. Upon the discretion of the municipality, and depending upon
prevailing conditions, curfew hours for minors may be imposed by the municipality subject to existing
laws. The curfew hours shall be from 10:00 pm to 4:00 am. Barangays shall also implement curfew hours
but the hours shall vary depending on its applicability.

SECTION 107. CREATION OF WOMEN AND CHILDREN PROTECTION UNIT (WCPU) AND
WOMEN AND CHILDREN PROTECTION DESK (WCPD) AND POLICE PROCEDURES, The Municipal
Government shall create at the local level a Women and Children Protection Unit (WCPU) which
composition, functions, operations and programs shall be provided by the MSWDO.  Further, the police
station in the municipality shall have a Women and Children Protection Desk (WCPD) tasked to handle
cases involving children.
